Rockford, IL- The Street Division has completed the arterial street sweeping cycle, and 

contractor crews have shifted their focus on residential streets. Central Business District 

street sweeping will continue to be swept every other week throughout the summer.  

 

During the week beginning May 18, 2020, the following residential areas are scheduled 

for sweeping: 

 

 N. 2nd St. east to N. Alpine Rd. - Rural St. north to Highcrest Rd. 

 City Limits east to Huffman Blvd. - Auburn St. north to Halsted Rd. 

 Kishwaukee St. east to S. Alpine Rd. - Broadway north to Charles St. 

 7th St. east to S. Alpine Rd - Charles St. north to E. State St. 

 

Each Thursday throughout the sweeping season, weekly updates will be provided to 

highlight the areas of the city in which street sweepers will be working. Maps will also 

be included to provide a visual of areas completed, not completed and those in progress. 
 

All Street Division Operations are dependent on existing weather conditions and are 

subject to change accordingly.  Citizens are urged to approach Public Works Crews with 

caution and at a reduced speed that is below posted speed limits.

Customers are advised that they may experience discolored water during hydrant flushing. 

While not a health hazard, iron (red water) or manganese (black water) may become 

stirred up within the main while flushing which may create staining on porcelain and 

laundry.  This may result in the disturbance of sediment, possibly containing lead.  It is 

advised that you flush your water lines for one to two minutes once work is completed in 

your area, including removing and cleaning faucet aerator screens to remove sediment. 

For this reason, it is vital that the public be aware of the time and area that will be 

affected.

PARK AVENUE AND WATER STREET WATER MAIN REPLACEMENT 
Rockford, IL - On April 30, 2020 East State Street between Madison Street and Wyman 

Street will be closed to traffic so that water main installation may occur and will remain 

closed until May 15.  A detour will be posted (see attached). 

 

Water main installation has started on N Water Street at the Riverview Icehouse and will 

continue south to East State Street.  Please note that access to businesses will be 

maintained. The project is anticipated to be completed late-May 2020.

AUBURN STREET BRIDGE JOINT REPAIRS  

OVER THE ROCK RIVER 
Rockford, IL- Bridge Joint Repairs to the Auburn Street Bridge over the Rock River will 

begin on Monday May 11, 2020. There will be one lane of traffic maintained in each 

direction at all times. Traffic Lanes will be shifting on a day to day basis. The Auburn 

Street ramp from North Second Street and the South Second Street ramp from the bridge 

will be closed for three days each with a detour. The Contractor will be complete with 

the repairs on or before June 15, 2020 weather permitting.
